Psalm of the Week: 75 

Verse: 2 Corinthians 12:9

rather boast in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

Catechism: Commandments 4-10 (primary texts);  
Table of Duties—Of Civil Government: Romans 13:1-4 

As the head of the family should teach them in a simple way to his household 

4. Honor your father and your mother. Pre+ 

5. You shall not murder. Pre+ 

6. You shalt not commit adultery. Pre+ 

7. You shall not steal. Pre+ 

8. You shall not give false testimony against your neighbor. Pre+ 

9. You shall not covet your neighbor's house. Pre+ 

10. You shall not covet your neighbor's wife, or his manservant or maidservant, his ox or donkey, or 
anything that belongs to your neighbor.

1 Everyone must submit himself to the governing authorities,  
for there is no authority except that which God has established.  
The authorities that exist have been established by God. 

1st+ 

2 Consequently, he who rebels against the authority  
is rebelling against what God has instituted,  
and those who do so will bring judgment on themselves. 

2nd+ 

3 For rulers hold no terror for those who do right,  
but for those who do wrong.  
Do you want to be free from fear of the one in authority?  
Then do what is right and he will commend you. 

3rd+ 

4 For he is God’s servant to do you good.  
But if you do wrong, be afraid,  
for he does not bear the sword for nothing.  
He is God’s servant,  
an agent of wrath to bring punishment on the wrongdoer.
