Pray and confess aloud as much from the order of meditation and prayer as you are able or as
your family size and ages dictate. Learn by heart the verse, catechism, and hymn of the week.

Invocation
In the name of the Father and of the *I Son and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Psalm of the Week: 84

Verse: 1 Timothy 1:15
This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the
world to save sinners, of whom | am chief.

Catechism: Christian Questions with Their Answers—What should we do
when we eat His body and drink His blood, and in this way receive His pledge?
Why should we remember and proclaim His death?

15. What should we do when we eat His body and drink His blood, and in this way receive

His pledge?
We should remember and proclaim His death and the shedding of His blood, as He
taught us: This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.

16. Why should we remember and proclaim His death?
First, so that we may learn to believe that no creature could make satisfaction for our
sins. Only Christ, true God and man, could do that.
Second, so we may learn to be horrified by our sins, and to regard them as very
serious.
Third, so we may find joy and comfort in Christ alone, and through faith in Him be
saved.

Tuesday: For deliverance against temptation and evil; for the addicted and despairing; for
the tortured and oppressed; for those struggling with sin.

Wednesday:  For marriage and family, that husbands and wives, parents and children live in
ordered harmony according to the Word of God; for parents who must rear their
children alone; for our communities and neighborhoods.

Thursday: For the Church and her pastors; for missionaries, teachers, deaconesses, and
other servants of Christ and His Church; for the fruitful and salutary use of the
blessed Sacrament of the Lord’s Body and Blood.
